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Standard Standards

Standards can be:

- de facto standards: which means they are followed by
iInformal convention or dominant usage.

Very common in GIS

- de jure standards: which are part of legally binding
contracts, laws or regulations.

Very rare in GIS

- Voluntary standards: which are published and available
for people to consider for use
